On The Greens with Paul Q{agy

As Spring temperatures begin to climb, we
not only get better golf weather, but also
begins our Spring green up. In early January,
we sprayed all of the fairways with liquid iron
to turn them a charcoal color, not only does
this give us some definition between

the fairways and roughs but also helps
promote a quicker green up once the grass
breaks dormancy.

Also, now is the time to put down our pre-
emergent herbicides. We will be using
pendimethalin on a fertilizer carrier to help
keep our weed population down. Anything
that pops up after the application will be
sprayed out with a herbicide.

As always, we are looking forward to warmer
temperatures and beautiful golfweather. See
you around the golf course.
