Speaking of rain, the newly constructed spillway on
lake # 12 has worked wonders with our flooding
problem. It used to take a 2 inch rain and we had to
shut down the back nine for a week. Now, we can
get much more than 2 inches and be open for play
the next day. We have been talking with the city
about the dredging that is going to take place and
the city has finally received it’s permit, is
formulating a plan to dredge and then going to open
it up for bid to contractors. It looks like the dredging
process will take place this year. There are details yet
to be worked out but things are moving along.

Also, with all of this rainfall, comes the onset of
increased weed pressure. We put out two spring
applications of pre-emerge to help control the weeds
and have been very busy spraying weeds post
emergent to keep the golf course as clean as possible.
Sometimes this feels like a never ending task but we
will win the battle.

On a final note, last year we faced a challenge with
number 17 green being shaded for much of the day
which resulted in some turf loss on the back of the
green. Over the winter, the turf has not had a chance
to recover but now that things are growing we are
pushing that green with extra fertilizer to make it
heal in faster. There will be some areas on that green
that will have to be plugged or sodded but we are
trying to grow in as much as possible before we sod.
