Handicap
Committee News

One of the major duties of your Handicap
Committee is to ensure that the handicap
strokes are allocated on the proper holes.
The rules and formulas for this ranking are
determined by the USGA and outlined in
the USGA Handicap Manual. This is gen-
erally a two-step process. All 18 holes are
ranked based on the difference between
the average scores of at least 200 high and
200 low handicapped players’ scores.
Then the rankings are applied to each
nine so that the odd handicapped holes
will be on the front and the evens on the
back. The important thing to remember is
that the # 1 handicap ranking is assigned
to the hole on which a higher handicap-
per most needs a stroke to tie a low hand-
icapper — this is not necessarily the most
difficult hole.

With the availability of the Eldorado’s data
in GHIN, we were able to use over 6,000
hole-by-hole scores in reviewing the
Stroke Allocations for our men’s and
women’s tees. We did find that it was
time for some changes to be made.

Therefore, in early May we will start using
new scorecards with revised Stroke
Allocations. There will be posters placed
in both locker rooms prior to that date
outlining the new allocations and rank-
ings. Again, please remember that with
this process the first handicap hole is not
necessarily the most difficult hole but
rather the hole on which a high handi-
capped player most needs a stroke to tie
a low handicapper.

If you have any questions, please feel free
to contact any member of the Handicap
Committee. We will be glad to discuss this
process or any other handicap question
with you.
